Ohio residents are invited to write and/or share their own personal short tales 
of monster lore.

Ten short stories or poems will be selected from the submission.  Final 
selections will be based on creativity and originality.  Poems will be printed 
and displayed on the gallery wall along with the created illustrated and/or 
animated artwork. 

The ten stories selected will represent a range of scariness – from silly 
childhood monster stories to more adult themes.

Story Specifications:

Content:  The story should include one or more monster, beast or mystical 
creature.  

•	 Writers are encouraged to be original -- stories should not be based on 
existing stories or copied from other sources in all or in part.

•	 Creatures should not be copyrighted or public characters.  (For example, you 
cannot use Oscar the Grouch, “Bruce” the shark from Jaws, or King Kong.)

Length:  between 100 (one-hundred) and 2,000 (two-thousand) words in length. 

Monster Description:  

Along with the story, the writer is required to provide a description of their 
creature(s) (500 word maximum length).  This should include the monster’s 
appearance, inspiration, history, personality and any other relevant supporting 
information.

The Event:  

Stories and poems will be used to inspire digital animations for a two-week 
gallery show in May/June 2010. 

•	 Animations and illustrations will be produced once winners have been selected, 
by a variety of Ohio artists. 

•	 The final animations and illustrations of the monsters will be based on the 
descriptions provided and the story/poem. 

•	 No further creative direction from the writer will be guaranteed – providing 
artists the opportunity for their own interpretations.
